 ’’Nikola Tesla’’ Belgrade International Airport 
The closest airport to Novi Sad is the Belgrade International Airport ‘’Nikola Tesla’’ which is 80 km from Novi Sad.  
 
Airport – Belgrade City Centre 
When you arrive to Belgrade airport, after passport/ID card control; baggage claim and the customs formalities; taxis 
and buses to Belgrade city centre are parked at the very exit of the Terminal. Belgrade city centre is about 20 -40 min 
drive (depending on traffic jam and kind of transportation).  
Taxi drivers charge approximately 15 € from the Airport to Belgrade City Centre.  
Bus ticket costs about 2.50 €.

Belgrade – Novi Sad 
If you visit Belgrade before Novi Sad you should take bus to Novi Sad from the Belgrade Bus Station (BAS). The one 
way ticket costs 8- 10 € (depending on provider).

Taxis could be available upon request. You can make deal for 50 €. 
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Transfers from Belgrade Airport to Novi Sad and from Novi Sad to Belgrade Airport 
 
For the transfers from the Belgrade Airport to Novi Sad and from Novi Sad to the Belgrade Airport the Organiser 
recommends the RED and CREVNI TAXI Association in Novi Sad for the AER Summer Academy participants. They 
should be contacted and it is better to book vehicle in advance. The service should be paid in cash to the drivers. 
Receipts are issued on request.
